As an artist or craftsperson participating in this show on the date mentioned, I agree to hold harmless OSPAC, OSPAC "Art Is In" Fine Art and Crafts Show, and the show's coordinators, from any and all liabilities and all claims, actions, and damages, theft, personal injury sustained by me or anyone claiming through me resulting from fire, accident, or any occurrence or condition during the event or at the location. I agree to follow all of the policies and procedures contained on this application.

As this is a fine art and crafts show, I understand that no resale merchandise or products from kits are allowed. All art and craft merchandise MUST be created by the vendor. Any vendor selling resale merchandise without the prior approval of the "Art Is In" coordinators will be asked to leave and will forfeit his/her fee.

All exhibits and products to be displayed and sold at this show must be socially acceptable and in good taste.

All vendors are responsible for the appearance of their booth - no clutter or trash - and for cleaning up their space at the end of the show.

All vendor tables must be covered with neat, attractive floor length cloths (nothing torn or wrinkled [c'mon people, iron that thing!!, and no sheets unless they're gorgeous AND ironed!)]. Storage bins and carts, and personal belongings must be out of public view or packed in your vehicle.

Sale and % off signs are prohibited.

Your NJ tax ID must be displayed at your booth.

Individual radio or CD equipment is not allowed. The music of the jazz festival is wonderful and can be heard throughout the grounds.

Please dress appropriately.

Please check off whether or not you will need electric: yes____no____ There are only a few areas where we can provide electrical hook up. Requests will be honored on a first asked basis. If you do obtain access to an electrical outlet, you will need to supply your own outdoor, heavy duty, grounded electrical cord and power strip(s) and secure them so as to avoid any injury to you or the public (tripping, falling, and electrical shock).

Set up time for "Art Is In" is from 9:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m. You will be allowed to drive along the paved path (NOT ON THE GRASS) to unload. Bring a cart so that you can get your merchandise and booth equipment from your car to your space. And bring weights or sandbags if you have a tent. It can be a bit windy sometimes.

You must be completely set up by 11:00 and have removed your vehicle to the lower parking lots. Please respect our senior citizens and handicapped customers and leave the upper lot for them. (There will be signs directing you to the vendor parking area.)
